 BELL SCHEDULE

AttENTION parENTS
DROP-OFF ROUTINE

DRIVE THRU - In order for the flow of traffic to work, please have your student ready to exit your 
vehicle once you enter the school’s driveway.  If you need to complete breakfast, or fix hair and 
clothes, please do so before entering the drive thru lane.

PARKING - All parking spaces on campus are reserved for teachers and staff. If you need to park, 
kindly use the open area beyond the traffic cones (not the grass). This will help keep traffic flowing 
smoothly and ensure staff have access to their designated spaces. 

Please note that anyone arriving on campus are required to SIGN IN and show IDENTIFICATION to 
the security officer for verification.

Please 
collect your child from the gate.

MORNING CABANA ROUTINE

ALL students are REQUIRED to have a book to read each morning (label everything).

XLS uNIFORM 

Please wear your uniform with pride! P.E. uniforms should be worn, only on 
days when Physical Education is scheduled.  

As a reminder, boys hair should be SCHOOL BOY haircut (no Fad designs). 
Girls (NO WEAVE OR EXTENSIONS), skirts/skorts should be at the knee.  
Absolutely, no makeup, jewelry, smart watches or cell phones are allowed.

SICKNESS pROTOCOLS
In order to keep the school a happy and safe working environment for students and staff, we ask that 
sick children remain at home. This includes days when there may be examinations taking place. Please 
inform the office and class teacher, so that exams can be made up at a later date when the child can 
perform to the best of his or her ability.

We ask that children with the following symptoms remain at home:
● Fever
● Cough
● Vomiting and diarrhea
● Sore throat
● Body aches or chills
● Headache not related to dehydration
● Sinus congestion with thick mucus

A child who comes to school sick, or who develops symptoms of illness during the school day, will be 
seated safely near the classroom door and a parent or guardian will be called to collect the child.
 
Additionally, please be reminded that children must not come to school with medications in their bags 
(that includes ventolin). 

If medication is required, it MUST be prescribed by the child’s physician and have a pharmacy label with 
the name and the dosage written on it. This includes over the counter medications.
